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Observation on the Effect of Body Language Communica-
tion and Personalized Nursing in Children’s Nursing Work

Abstract

Objective: To observe the effect of body language communication and personalized care in pediatric nursing work. Methods:
Random selected 90 children, are in February 2018 to December 2019 in the author’s hospital care children, randomly divided into
two groups, including groups I and group 11, the former has 45 cases, joint body language communication and personalized care, the
latter has children with 45 cases, body language communication alone, compare the two groups of children treatment compliance and
care satisfaction. Results: Compared with group II, group I had higher treatment compliance and a large data difference between the
two groups, and the information in table 1 of this paper is statistically significant (P << 0.05).Compared with group II, the satisfaction
with care in group I was higher, and the data difference between the two groups was large. According to the information in table 2of
this paper, it was statistically significant (P << 0.05). Conclusion: The effect of body language communication and personalized
care for child care is more ideal, with higher treatment compliance and nursing satisfaction comparedwith children receiving body
language communication care alone, which are ideal nursing measures and worthy of promotion.
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
